Getting to Guildford:
By rail;
Two lines go from London Waterloo to Guildford, one is a slow service through north Surrey, while the other is the fast service via Woking (on some trains you may have to change at Woking for the Guildford service).  From Gatwick, there is a direct line to Guildford.  From Heathrow, there is an express bus to Woking, from which you can get a train to Guildford.  From the southwest, you can take a train to Reading and then change there.
By bus;
Guildford has a large bus terminal and the usual suspects like National Express have coaches going to Guildford from all over the UK.
By road;
Unless coming from the southwest, either take the A3 (London to Portsmouth road) towards Guildford, from London it is Junction 10 on the M25.  
From the southwest it makes more sense to work to the M3, then take the A331, Junction 4 on the M3, to the A31 and then the A31 to Guildford (where it joins the A3)  Alternatively you can pick up the A31 itself and take that all the way to Guildford, but this is inevitably slower than going by Motorway.
 

Finding PJ Hifi
 

By road;
Southbound: from London take the A3 (signposted Portsmouth, Guildford) continue until you reach the exit to the A320 (Woking Road), bear left at the traffic lights at the end of the slip road, as you follow the road round move into the right-hand lane at the second set of traffic lights (Stoke Crossroads). At these traffic lights turn right onto the A25 (signposted A3 Petersfield), continue down the A25 past the Firestation and Shell garage on your left, as you approach the next set of traffic lights at Ladymead move to the left hand lane. 
Proceed straight ahead and over a small bridge and through a further set of traffic lights. Immediately after these lights filter left and follow the road round past the Porsche garage and then alongside the river. Eventually the road will end alongside Guildford train station and you will only be able to turn left, you are now on Bridge Street, stay in the left hand lane and at the bottom of the road on the left by the traffic lights is PJ hi-fi. 
Northbound: Past the junction of the A31 and the A3 continue driving down the hill until you reach the junction for the A322.  Turn off here and turn towards the right as you come down the slip road, bearing immediately left after you pass under the bridge.  Stay in the right hand lane, and turn immediately right then left after the first set of traffic lights.  Follow the road round past the Porsche garage and then alongside the river.  Eventually the road will end alongside Guildford train station and you will only be able to turn left.  This is Bridge Street.
 
Parking near PJ Hifi (50-60 pence per hour, cheaper on Sunday)
Drive along Bridge Street passing PJ hi-fi on your left hand side, keep in the left hand lane through the traffic lights and follow the road round the corner taking the first left into Bedford Road. Bedford Road multi-storey car park is on your right hand side and to your left a smaller open air car park.

By train;
We are within five minutes walking distance from Guildford Station. Leave the station via the town centre exit and use the pedestrian crossing straight ahead to cross Walnut Tree Close. Follow the pavement to your right and then turn left at the junction into Bridge Street. Continue walking along the left hand side of Bridge Street over the River Wey, our shop is on the left hand side just before the traffic lights.

 
Finding the Angel Hotel 
Getting to The Angel is a totally on-foot job.  From PJ HiFi, walk down to the pedestrian crossing, and head for the Friary centre (shopping mall).  Walk around the Friary (you can go through if you want, simply turn right at HMV and carry straight on from there, might be useful it it rains), past the exit and towards the White Lion walk  shopping arcade.  Head through the White Lion walk and turn left at the far end to walk up Guildford high street.  The Angel is on the left about 150 metres (approx 200 yards) up the hill.
 

Parking near the Angel (60 pence per hour) 
Follow the above directions to PJ HiFi.  Once you are on Bridge Street, move over to the right hand lane and go right at the corner.  Move over to the left hand lane and filter left, turning left into Guildford High St. at the first opportunity.  Normally you will be prevented from going straight on, so follow the road around to the right and turn left at the King's Head pub into Castle Street.  Follow this road up to the Castle Street Car Park.  Unfortunately Castle Street is being renovated, so I have no idea how many spaces will be available over the Event weekend.  I would advise against trying to park there unless you have a serious physical impediment that prevents you from walking to the hotel from PJ Hifi.  Trying to find your way back to Bedford Road if you cannot park will waste a great deal of your time.
Once parked, it is a short walk down past Sainsbury's onto Guildford High St. where you turn immediately left and walk diagonally across the road to the Angel Hotel.

 

Finding the Holiday Inn
 By road;
Take the exit for the Royal Surrey County Hospital on the A3 and follow the road towards the hospital.  The Entrance to the Holiday Inn is on the left almost immediately after the roundabout on the hospital side of the A3.
